Campground Rules & Policies

CHECKIN 1:00 P.M.
CHECK-OUT 11:00 A.M.

PETS - A maximum of 2 pets per RV site (2 dogs or 1 dog and 1 cat or 2 cats) is permitted. All
dogs entering property must be people and dog friendly (no aggressive behavior towards other dogs
or humans). Pets must always be kept on a leash and under the control of the owner. Pick up after
your pets. Dogs are never to be left in RV while leaving the campground. Dogs left alone and
separated from their owners tend to how! and bark while their owners are away. All dogs
weighing over 80 pounds must have managements approval to enter property. There will from
time to time be exceptions to the 2-pet rule at the full discretion of management.

Visitors - Day visitors of registered guests are welcome from 9:00am to 11:00pm.
Sewer collars or approved sealed sewer connections are always required.

VEHICLES - Each site is allowed 1 RV and 1 vehicle. All other vehicles must be parked in
designated parking areas.

FIRES - Wood burning fires are not permitted at JJ'S RV Resort. Propane fire bowls and bbq’s are
welcome.

Picnic Tables — we ask that you don’t place your bbq’s on the picnic tables but if you do please be
sure to use a barrier between the bbg and picnic table. (tin foil or parchment paper to catch the
grease drippings)

NOISE - Quiet hour is 11:00 P.M. At managers discretion, any excessive noise is cause for
eviction.

ALCOHOL - Alcohol must be consumed at your campsite only.

Off-Road Vehicles - Absolutely NO off-road vehicles.

FIREWORKS - Fireworks are not permitted at JJ'S RV Resort

CHILDREN - Parents are responsible for their children and will be held accountable if their children
fail to comply with any of the Campground Rules.

KEEP THE CAMPGROUND CLEAN: It is everyone’s responsibility to make sure we pick up after
ourselves and to keep the campground looking nice for all to enjoy.
